REPORT AND RESOLUTION OF CHARGE CONFERENCE

Tuesday, [date]

7:00 p.m.


The Administrative Team (Church Council) of the [****] United Methodist Church held a Charge Conference at the place, time and date indicated.  The Conference was held pursuant to  ¶¶ 246, 2528 and 2540 of the 2004 Book Of Discipline of The United Methodist Church.  The Conference was conducted under the supervision of Rev. Youngsook Kang, Metro District Superintendent, who was in attendance.  Due notice of the Conference was given, both pursuant to state law and in accordance with ¶246.8 of the Discipline.  The purpose of the Conference was to direct and authorize the church’s Board of Trustees to take appropriate action with respect to the sale and transfer of church real property in connection with [identify general purpose]. 


On motion duly made and seconded, and the affirmative vote of all of the Administrative Team members present, the following action was taken at the Conference.  


WHEREAS, the [City] is engaged in a project intended to improve [****] Boulevard between [**] and [**] Streets;


WHEREAS, in connection with the project and pursuant to its statutory condemnation powers, the City has served the church with notice of its intent to acquire fee title to a strip of church property along [****] Boulevard;  


WHEREAS, in connection with the same project, Xcel Energy has opened negotiations with the church for the acquisition of an easement along [****] Boulevard, the installation of a switch box on the northwest corner of the church parking lot and other related actions; 


WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees has reviewed proposals from the City and Xcel; has recognized that the City will exercise its condemnation powers with or without the church’s participation; has concluded that it is prudent and in the church’s best interests to exercise the statutory appraisal right afforded landowners under the applicable condemnation statute; and has notified the City and Xcel of its decision to exercise this right; 


WHEREAS, the City and Xcel have advised the Board of Trustees that the project timetable may require action by the City and/or Xcel before the appraisal and negotiation processes are completed; 


WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees believes that a negotiated price for the property in question can be reached without the need to litigate the matter in court; 


WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees recommends that the church authorize the Board of Trustees to negotiate terms of sale and/or transfer with the City and Xcel following receipt of the appraisal report and other data; and further recommends that the church authorize the Board of Trustees to negotiate terms of immediate possession of the subject property with the City and/or Xcel pending the appraisal process and ensuing negotiations between the parties;   


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:
1. The Board of Trustees is authorized and directed to take all necessary and appropriate action to accomplish the transfer or sale of the subject property to, respectively, the City and Xcel.  This includes the authority to negotiate, on the best terms available, the terms of each such transfer or sale; the authority to close each such transfer or sale; the authority to execute and deliver instruments which transfer possession of the subject property pending negotiations on final terms; and, the authority to execute and deliver all documents necessary to consummate each transfer or sale.  

2. Each contract, deed, easement agreement or other written instrument necessary to carry out the action herein authorized shall be executed in the name of the church by at least two officers of the church’s corporate board (Board of Trustees), and any written instrument so executed shall be binding and effective as the action of the church. 

3. The Board of Trustees is further directed to affix or include necessary consent and certification provisions in each such instrument of transfer or sale for execution by the Senior Pastor of the church and the Metro District Superintendent.  

4. Proceeds from any such transfer or sale shall not be used for current budget expenses of the church, but shall be restricted to expenditures that are capital in nature.
