COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course aims to help students deepen their understanding of theological themes in relation to various liturgical seasons, and improve their communicational skills useful for the ministry of preaching. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
1. To gain critical knowledge about the historical development of liturgical seasons and the formation of the Christian lectionary.
2. To preach theologically profound sermons by deepening the understanding of doctrinal themes related to liturgical seasons.
3. To improve preaching skills through critical and constructive sermon evaluations from the peers, the instructor, and locally organized sermon feedback groups, as well as self-evaluations.    
Since this class is a Depth course, students who do not have preaching experiences are encouraged to take the Breath course “Preaching in Christian Communities” that deals with the basics for preaching, prior to enrolling this course.   
*In order to complete the course,  
· you must have a ministerial setting in which you can preach one or two sermons, 

· you should be able to upload your sermon videos to Canvas,
· you need to organize a sermon feedback group with 4-6 people who are available to listen to your sermon and participate in sermon feedback time.  When you select the group members, consider diversity in race, gender, age, etc.  The list of their names and contact information should be included in your summary of their feedback.  
DEGREE LEARNING GOALS:
Theology and Religious Practices (PR): engage in analysis of contemporary religious traditions and institutions in order to assess, design, and perform meaningful leadership practices with sensitivity to contextual realities and relationship (Master’s Student Handbook).

REQUIREMENTS:

1. Participation.  The regular attendance of all online classes and the attendance of the Iliff Gathering Days classes are required.  If you cannot attend the Gathering Days classes, you cannot pass the course.  You are required to read assigned readings, post class assignments, and reply to at least 3 classmates’ assignments posted in the Discussions site in a timely manner.  If you cannot participate in weekly discussions for two weeks, you cannot pass the course.  The instructor should be informed in advance of any necessary absences or delays of posting. 
2. Seven One-page Essays (single-spaced, 12-point, 400-450 words/each) and critical and constructive feedback (at least 100 words/each) on at least 3 classmates’ essays.  Essays should include appropriate footnotes or the list of works cited with page numbers, if necessary.  
3. Preaching one sermon in class and one or two sermons in your ministerial setting (all three sermons should be freshly created based on what you learned in class):
A. Sermon #1: A 7-12 min. (no more, no less) sermon in class during the Gathering Days
(1) Choose a lectionary text(s) assigned for a Sunday or a special liturgical day in the Easter Cycle (from Ash Wednesday to Pentecost) from the Revised Common Lectionary, Year C.  
(2) Explore and interpret the text, following instructions in “The Interpretive Process Form,” posted on the Canvas home page.  Fill out the Interpretive Process Form and post it in Canvas by Wed. (4/17), 11:59 p.m. (MT).  Read other students’ posts and learn how they interpreted the texts.
(3) Deepen your theological understanding of the liturgical theme implied in the text.
(4) Design the sermon, referring to the “Styles of Preaching,” posted on the Canvas home page.
(5) Prepare for the sermon to preach it in class on your scheduled date.  In terms of delivery, you are welcome to take into the pulpit either a full manuscript, notes, or nothing–whatever enables you to preach most effectively.
(6) Post your self-evaluation by Wed. (5/01), 11:59 p.m. (MT).  
In terms of self-evaluation, watch your sermon video, write up a one-page, double-spaced self-evaluation, and post it in Canvas.  When you write a self-evaluation, concentrate on what was strong and weak in substance and delivery and two or more goals you have in order to improve your preaching.
When you write the manuscript, I suggest that you use the oral/aural writing style as follows:

Like this.

Not the long sentences of written prose.  

But brief sentences.

Words and clauses.

Each one getting a line.

This is the way we talk.

The way we listen.  

How we hear.

Develop your ear for speech.

How words are heard.

Or lip read.

Now and then you can get away with a longer sentence such as the one you are reading at this moment.

But.

That’s for the eye.

Not for the ear.

It makes for hard listening.

And it makes for getting lost in the pulpit!

Short lines

Are easier to follow.

Especially, 

if you’re nervous.

Play around with this method.

Play with language.

Play with different ways of thinking.

Of seeing.

Of being.

Of communicating.

Kind of fun—

Isn’t it?

It will open you to the Spirit.

And your congregation too!

B. Sermon #2: A sermon (10-20 min.) in your actual ministerial setting  
(1) Choose a lectionary text(s) assigned for a Sunday or a special liturgical day included in the Christmas Cycle (from Advent to Epiphany) from the Revised Common Lectionary, Year A.
(2) Explore and interpret the text, following instructions in “The Interpretive Process Form,” posted on the Canvas home page.  Fill out the Interpretive Process Form and post it in Canvas by Wed. (5/15), 11:59 p.m. (MT). 

(3) Deepen your theological understanding of the liturgical theme implied in the text.

(4) Design the sermon, following one of the styles outlined in the “Styles of Preaching,” posted on the Canvas home page.  
(5) Preach the sermon in your ministerial setting and videotape it.  
(6) Post your sermon video in Canvas by Wed. (5/22), 11:59 p.m. (MT).  
(7) Post your self-evaluation, the summary of the group feedback with the list of the group members’ names and contact information by Fri. (5/24), 11:59 p.m. (MT).
(8) Watch your group members’ sermon videos and offer your critical and constructive feedback based on “Criteria for Sermon Evaluation” during your group’s Zoom meeting (the Zoom meeting date will be decided in the Gathering Days class). 
C. Sermon #3 (Optional for extra credits): A sermon (10-20 min.) in your actual ministerial setting
(1) Choose a lectionary text(s) assigned for a Sunday or a special liturgical day included in Ordinary Times (After Epiphany or After Pentecost) from the Revised Common Lectionary. 
(2) Post your interpretive process form by Wed. (5/29), 11:59 p.m. (MT)
(3) Preach the sermon in your ministerial setting and video-tape it.  
(4) Post your sermon video by Sun. (6/02), 11:59 p.m. (MT).
(5) Post your self-evaluation Sun. (6/02), 11:59 p.m. (MT).
(6) The instructor will review the sermon videos and provide written comments.   
EVALUATIONS:
Students who want to contract for a grade of P/F must send a note to the instructor in writing by April 10 (Wed.).  You will receive the grade of “P” by completing the 3 requirements listed in the Requirements section.
The normal grading system is used for a letter grade (The Master’s Handbook).  In order to ensure accountability and fairness, the following grading system will be applied:

· Why and how should we preach Jesus Christ?  Do you agree or disagree on Buttrick’s answer to this question?  Why or why not?

b. Post your essay in Canvas by Wed. (5/29), 11:59 p.m. (MT).  The essay should include appropriate footnotes or the list of works cited with page numbers. 
c. Provide your critical and constructive feedback (at least 100 words on each essay) on at least three classmates’ essays by Fri. (5/31), 11:59 p.m. (MT).
2. Optional: Post your Sermon #3 Interpretive Process Form by Wed. (5/29), 11:59 p.m. (MT) and your sermon video and self-evaluation by Sun. (6/02), 11:59 p.m. (MT)

INCOMPLETE COURSES
Faculty will clarify at the beginning of each quarter whether or not they will accept Incompletes in special circumstances. If faculty choose not to allow Incompletes for any reason, that should be stated on the syllabus. Faculty will distribute to students a copy of the procedures and policies regarding Incompletes at the beginning of each course. Please note that an Incomplete given by an instructor without the appropriate form is recorded on the transcript as an “F." If Incompletes are allowed, the following procedures will be followed: 

a.
The request must be made in writing to the instructor before the end of the quarter, using an Incomplete request form available from the Office of the Registrar. The instructor, if in agreement with the request, signs the Incomplete request form and forwards it to the dean for approval. The approved incomplete request is given to the registrar and a copy is sent to the student and the instructor. A separate form is needed for each Incomplete requested. 

b.
When the work is completed, the student must turn the work in to the registrar who will forward it to the instructor. The instructor will submit the grade to the registrar normally by the end of the quarter in which the work is submitted. The Business Office will bill students ($20.00 per incomplete) for the fee. 

c.
Incompletes automatically turn into failing grades after four quarters (one calendar year). The latest time to turn in incomplete work is the last day of class of the fourth quarter. See the Academic Calendar at the front of the Masters Student Handbook for dates. Extensions will not be given for Incompletes beyond the established four quarters. 

d.
If work for an incomplete is turned in later than one quarter after the end of the course, the work may be graded on a Pass/Fail basis, at the discretion of the instructor. At the discretion of the instructor, students taking an Incomplete may be required to attend class sessions at the next course offering to finish the course requirements, provided the course is offered within the established time frame. 

e.
Normally, students with 10 or more credits of outstanding Incompletes at one time will not be allowed to register. 

Courses in which an Incomplete has been granted but not yet completed are not included in the student’s GPA calculations.
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
