 Lectionary Preaching and Christian Doctrines
Criteria for Sermon Evaluation 
1. Theology: Does the sermon help listeners deepen their understanding of the theological theme?  In other words, is the specific theological theme fully explored in relation to God, others, and nature? 
2. Text(s):  Does the preacher have enough knowledge about the text?  Is the text interpreted appropriately in relation to the particular liturgical theme?     
3. The Relation to Contemporary Life:  Does the preacher know well about the particular situation of his or her congregants?  Is the message relevant to them?  

4. Focus and Function:  Are the focus (“what the sermon says”) and the function (“what the sermon does”) of the sermon clearly delivered?  Can you state them in one or two sentences?    

5. Form:  Does the sermon move naturally following the flow of consciousness?  Outline its movement.  Is it effective to communicate the content of the sermon and to fulfill its function?  
6. Language:  Is the language truly oral/aural?  Is it conversational, invitational, and inspirational? 
7. Delivery:  Does the preacher speak with genuine passion about the subject?  Is the preacher authentic?  Is the mode of delivery (body language, voice volume and tone, speed, cadence, the congruence of tone and content, eye contact, facial expression, etc.) appropriate?  Are the architectural space and technology used effectively? 
8. Over all, does the sermon proclaim good news?  Does it provide listeners with a transforming moment?
